Rules & Condition of Entry
1. Classes 1 -16 inclusive are confined to Registered Shetland Ponies. Ponies must be named on the entry form. Society rosettes will only be given to ponies registered with the Society or eligible for registration [i.e. foals]

2. Three old fillies with foal at foot may not be shown. All foals must be a minimum of three weeks old on the day of the Show.

3. There must be no colts or entire males in Young Handlers classes. Children under 14 years old may not show colts [excluding foals] or entire males in In-hand classes. Children under 11 years old on the day of the show may not show entire males in ridden classes. In the interests of safety, hard hats [British Standard] must be worn by all by all handlers aged 14 years or under in In-hand classes. Hard hats [British Standard] must be worn by all exhibitors, irrespective of age, in ridden classes. In ridden classes, if a rider falls off at any time whilst in the ring, both pony and rider must leave the ring, rider dismounted, and take no further part.  

4. Lead rein classes, riders must have attained their 3rd birthday on the day of show and not to have their 9th birthday before the 1st January in the current year. Ponies to be led by an attendant and shown in a Snaffle Bridle, the lead rein to be attached to the noseband only.

5. Ponies must be 4 years old and over in all ridden classes. The age should be calculated from the 1st of January in the year of birth.     
6. The Northern Ireland Shetland Pony Group accept no responsibility whatever, for any loss, damage or injury to any persons, animals or property. It shall be deemed a condition of entry that each entrant shall indemnify the organisers against any legal action from any accident in connection with the Show.

7. All entrants must ensure they have personal liability insurance covering themselves, riders, grooms and ponies against any liability they may incur.

8. The NISPG organising Committee reserve the right to refuse entry to any exhibitor without reason.

9. No Entry will be accepted unless accompanied by the correct fee. Entry fees are not refundable, unless a class scheduled is cancelled.

10. The organisers reserve the right to amalgamate or divide classes.

11. The judge’s decision, in all cases is FINAL. The organisers reserve the right to change a judge if unforeseen circumstances arise.  

12. No exhibit may leave the ring without obtaining the permission of the judge.

13. Any animal not sufficiently under control shall be removed from the ring immediately on request by the judge or steward.

14. Objections – may only be made by an Exhibitor at the Northern Ireland Shetland Pony Group Show. All objections must be made in writing with the objector’s full name and address,    accompanied by the fee of £50 [cash] and lodged with the Secretary within 30 minutes of the incident. If on investigation by members of the Northern Ireland Shetland Pony Group Committee the protest is not sustained the fee deposited will be forfeited to the funds of the  Group [NISPG].  If the protest is sustained the deposit will be refunded. The Committee’s decision shall be final and binding.
